Who We Are
Underwood Lutheran Church (ULC) is a congregation of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA) that seeks to bring the Gospel of Jesus Christ into the world that we share. We are located in Underwood, IA, a small bedroom community 13 miles northeast of downtown Council Bluffs, IA and 16 miles from downtown Omaha, NE. Baptized membership is just under 500, with 40-45 students below high school. 
Statement of Purpose
As our congregation seeks to embrace cross-generational ministry and enhance the ways that we do ministry together across age-boundaries, we are creating a position aimed at helping the congregation move forward in this ministry, which will be called the Faith Formation Coordinator. This position will be part-time, with an expectation of 15 hours/week. 
The individual will work closely with the Pastor and congregational leadership to consolidate and enhance existing ministries. They will also help facilitate the congregational engagement in a culture change from age-segregated ministry into a congregation-wide faith formation environment. With continued growth and development within the congregation, there will be potential for this position to expand into full-time in the future. 
Job Description
This position will have oversight of Sunday School, Vacation Bible School, and Junior High Youth Ministry Activities with a cross-generational focus. 
-Recruit and equip leaders for Sunday School and Jr. High ministries
-Organize and implement Sunday morning educational opportunities (Preschool-6th grade) 
-Coordinate Vacation Bible School with Synod Bible Camp staff 
-Facilitate monthly Jr. High youth group
-Communication of opportunities to congregation/community in written, spoken, online formats

Qualifications
The ideal candidate will have prior experience working with children and families in a ministry context, though experience in other areas may be applicable. Completion of college education in religion or education is desired, but not required. Candidates must be willing to adhere to the vision and mission of Underwood Lutheran Church, the Western Iowa Synod, and the ELCA. They must possess organizational skills, and the ability to recruit and empower individuals of all ages for shared ministry (volunteers). Candidates should also possess a desire to learn and develop their own skills in ministry, particularly Cross-Generational Ministry. 
Compensation Range
-Starting salary for this part-time position (15 hours/week) will be $12,000-$15,000/year, based on prior experience.
-Continuing Education Funds for the individual will be provided with the expectation that the individual utilize them to develop their own skills in Cross Generational Ministry. 
Accountability
The Faith Formation Coordinator will be accountable to the Pastor of ULC, and as needed, the congregational council. They will collaborate with the Education Committee and the Cross-Generational Ministry Committee.
